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The Sri Sathya Sai Annapoorna Trust proudly
received an Impact Assessment Certificate from
Research-N-Consulting, an independent third-
party research organisation, recognising the
exceptional social value created by its Morning
Nutrition Programme. This robust evaluation,
conducted between June 2024 and February
2025, spanned Karnataka, Uttar Pradesh, and
Haryana, and included primary data collection,
stakeholder interviews, and outcome mapping.

The findings were extraordinary. The Trust
achieved a Social Return on Investment (SROI)
of ₹19.2, signifying that every rupee invested
yielded ₹19.2 in social impact. Improvements
were noted in multiple areas—95% of parents
observed better health in their children, with
students reporting enhanced digestion (68%),
energy levels (93%), and academic focus
(94%). Moreover, 99% of students reported
feeling more motivated to attend school
regularly.

This study confirmed that the programme is not
merely about feeding children—it is about
fuelling futures. The Trust extended heartfelt
gratitude to Ms Priti Verma, President of
Research-N-Consulting, and her team for their
dedicated efforts.

As it celebrates this remarkable milestone, the
Trust reaffirms its commitment to the vision:
 “Let no child go to school hungry ever again.”
